
 TXU Energy Power Monitor™ Quick Reference Guide

How does it work?
The TXU Energy Power Monitor™ system — which includes the Measuring Transmitting Unit and Current 

Transformers — must be connected to your home’s main electrical circuit breaker by a professional electrician.  

DO NOT Attempt to InStALL OR REMOVE tHeSe componentS on Your oWn. Once the main components 

are professionally installed, you can plug the display unit into an electrical outlet in your home. The TXU Energy 

Power Monitor™ will receive information from the electrical circuit panel over your home’s existing wiring and 

transmit that information to the display panel. 

Take control of your energy consumption
This innovative device allows you to manage your energy consumption and cost by displaying  

usage in near real time. With the TXU Energy Power Monitor™, you can:

  •  Track your current energy usage in estimated dollars and kilowatt-hours.

  •  Monitor your usage over time — daily, monthly, or at the end of your billing month.

  • S et alarms that notify you when you’ve reached certain consumption or cost thresholds.

  •  View historical energy usage data from the past two months.

  •  Reduce consumption and cost by taking the guesswork out of energy usage.
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Screen navigation
The graphic below provides an overview of the TXU Energy Power Monitor™ display screens, with the left column 

displaying dollars spent and the right column displaying kilowatt usage. To navigate between screens use the “$” 

and MODE buttons as shown below.

Press $ to switch between cost 
and kilowatt usage screens.

$/H = Current estimated cost  
of electricity in dollars per hour.

TTL TDY = Total estimated 
dollars spent so far today. 

Press MODE to page through 
various screens.

TTL TDY = Total estimated 
dollars spent so far today. 

TTL MTD = Total estimated 
dollars spent so far this month.

PEAK TDY = Highest estimated 
energy cost per hour so far today.

PEAK MTD = Highest estimated  
cost per hour so far this month.

TTL PROJ = Total projected 
energy cost this billing month.* 

V = Current voltage used by  
your home�s electrical system.

LO = Lowest amount of  
voltage recorded during the day.

HI = Highest amount of  
voltage recorded during the day.

T = The time left on the current 
timer that has been set.

KW = Kilowatts recorded at  
the moment.

KWH TODAY = Kilowatt-hours 
consumed for the day.
